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World Communion Sunday takes place on the first Sunday of 

every October—October 2 this year.  It is a celebration 

observed by many Christian denominations promoting Christian 

unity and cooperation.   

The tradition originated in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania at the 

Shadyside Presbyterian Church in 1933.  Shadyside was then 

under the pastoral leadership of Dr. Hugh Thompson Kerr, who 

served from 1913 through the end of WWII.  Since that humble 

beginning, the observance has been adopted by the National 

Council of Churches and has spread to churches throughout the 

world. 

It is worth remembering what the world looked like in 1933.  

The Great Depression was in full swing.  The storm clouds of 

National Socialism hovered in Germany, and Fascism was on 

the rise in Italy and Spain.  We sometimes look back with 

nostalgia and remember the ―good ole days,‖ but, in fact, this 

was a time of hardship and great anxiety about the future. 

As a response to these fears, Dr. Kerr and some courageous 

elders at Shadyside Presbyterian Church decided to do 

something both real and symbolic.  They set aside the first 

Sunday in October to celebrate the providential care of God and 

our Lord’s call to Christian unity.  What if all Christians would 

gather on one day around one table and proclaim our unity to 

the world?  They decided to move forward, and the rest, as they 

say, is history. 

Now, 78 years later, Christians from all over the world will 

continue to gather around one table—the Lord’s Table—to be 

reminded that we are one in Christ.  Whatever our differences, 

theological or otherwise, we belong to one Lord, and we must 

always seek to treat each other with dignity and respect.  We 

will receive our annual Peacemaking Offering on World 

Communion Sunday as well. 

Let us strive to be faithful and remember what our Lord said:  

―You are the light of the world….so let your light shine that 

others may see your good works and give glory to 

God.‖  (Matthew 5:14-16)

Friendly, devoted and efficient! Presbyterians joined by other 

churches in solar/water program 
Using solar panels to power systems providing 

clean water in undeveloped countries is the goal of 

Synod of the Sun, composed of Presbyterian 

(U.S.A.) churches in Arkansas, Louisiana, Oklahoma 

and Texas, including the Kirk. 

The synod’s Solar Under the Sun program creates 

cheaper and easier-to-maintain energy sources than 

gasoline-powered generators. Fuel for generators is 

expensive, and the machines need regular 

maintenance, which is often difficult to provide. 

The solar program complements another 

Presbyterian program, Living Waters for the World, 

sponsored by the Synod of Living Waters, composed 

of Presbyterian (U.S.A.) churches in Alabama, 

Mississippi, Tennessee and Kentucky. Living Waters 

for the World provides water purification systems in 

areas where clean water is needed. 

Chris McRae, a member of Central Presbyterian 

Church in Fort Smith, pushed for the solar program 

after working on a Living Waters project in Haiti and 

seeing how it needed a cheaper, more reliable power 

source. 

After studying the problem, McRae decided solar 

panels could do the job and pay for themselves in a 

year and a half, compared with the cost and 

operation of generators.  However, no one with 

Living Waters was able to install solar panels, so 

McRae turned to the Synod of the Sun, and a training 

program was created. 

His classes at Arkansas Presbytery’s Ferncliff 

Camp and Conference Center have brought in 

Baptists, Episcopalians, Catholics, Lutherans and 

Methodists too, and more than 100 students have 

been trained. So far, 15 solar-powered systems have 

been installed in Haiti by teams from Arkansas and 

other states. 

The systems power water-filtration systems and 

also generate electricity for buildings used by 

ministries and missionaries. A water-solar system 

costs about $8,000 to build, plus an equal amount if a 

maintenance building is also required. 

At the Kirk PW gathering on Oct. 10, Mary Beth 

Lysobey, a former Moderator of the Presbytery of 

Arkansas Presbyterian Women, will discuss her 

recent trip to Haiti to install water-purification 

systems.
