Munich is a 2005 film directed by Steven 

Spielberg about the Israeli government’s secret “an 

eye for an eye” retaliation attacks after the massacre 

of 11 Israeli athletes by the Black September terrorist 

group during the 1972 Summer Olympics. 

Avner Kaufman (Eric Bana) leads a squad of four 

assassins to track down and kill Black September 

members thought to be responsible for the murders.   

Spielberg refers to the film’s second part as 

“historical fiction,” saying it is inspired by the actual 

Israeli operations which are now known as 

“Operation Wrath of God.”  

At the end, Avner, dispirited and disillusioned, 

openly questions the basis and effectiveness of the 

operation. The quad’s handler,  Ephraim, admits that 

there is not evidence linking all targets to Munich.

Awards. The movie will be shown by the Education 

Committee in the conference room at 3 p.m. Sunday, 

Sept. 18.

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Choosing niche or lawn plot 
When the Kirk Memorial Garden columbarium 

was completed in April 2009, the wall contained 54 

niches for cremains. Each niche will hold two urns. 

Gail Salmen, moderator of the Memorial Committee, 

said 35 niches have been sold and 10 inurnments 

have been held as of July 19, 2011. 

The wall was designed so 54 more niches can be 

easily added in the future. 

The lawn garden’s plots also have space for two 

urns.  The cost of a niche or a lawn plot is the same -

- $1,500. This includes two urns, two bronze plaques 

and interment expense. Lawn garden plots can be 

purchased for only one person for $750.which 

includes one urn, one plaque and interment expense. 

A different type of urn and different size bronze 

plaque is used in the columbarium from those 

required in the lawn garden. They are not 

interchangeable.  Six couples have changed their 

interment plans from the lawn garden to the 

columbarium. 

Salmen said it’s important to be aware that if you 

wish to change your plan, it should be done before 

cremains have been sealed in an urn. Otherwise, to 

remove the urn from the lawn garden to the 

columbarium, or vice-versa, arrangements must be 

made with a funeral home to place the cremains in 

the correct type of urn.

Presbytery's Lay Academy completed the rigorous two and a half year curriculum the weekend of July 29-31. The Lay 

Academy subcommittee of the Committee on Christian Education & Nurture includes Academy Dean Rev. Heinrich Eiler, 

Rev. Bob Cox, Rev. Susan Gray, Elder Lon Hardin, Rev. John King and Commissioned Lay Pastor Kelly Pearson. Those 

attending were Suzanne Cain, Ken Coker, Michelle Duggin, Dianah Gourley, Ruth Hamilton, Betsy Harris, Jim Hays, Cyril 

Hollingsworth, Eddie Holt, Jody Ingram, Lesley Jones, Emily Laurel, Wilma Lewis, Rita Manske, Ellen McLemore, Rosilee 

Mugley, Charles Olson, Clay Parton, Jeannie Price, Art Ritter, Dawn Scarborough, Linda Statler, Jennifer Stiles, Ed 

Wilkinson, and Susie Wright. The graduates will be recognized at the 118th Stated Meeting of the Presbytery of Arkansas at 

First Presbyterian, Conway, October 14-15.  

For almost three years, 29 students have regularly traveled from all four corners of the state to the Kirk. 

They came to study and prepare to become Certified Lay Pastors in the Presbyterian Church’s Arkansas 

district. On July 31, that training was complete. 

Pastor Bill Bailey said, “Our church family jumped at the chance to help with this. We knew Arkansas’ 

small churches would benefit. Over the entire three-year period, they consistently opened their homes to 

provide housing and food for students who were traveling here. Others cooked and served meals for them at 

the church itself, so the students could attend classes.” 

Known as the Lay Pastor Academy, the program aims to prepare its students to be “lay pastors” for small 

churches in Arkansas, under the oversight of the Arkansas Presbytery. The curriculum included theology, 

church organization, preaching, pastoral care, church-education, and other subjects. 

The students heard class presentations by world-renowned theologians. They also wrote papers on assigned 

subjects, and prepared and delivered sermons. 

Dr. Heinrich Eiler worships at the Kirk and has a doctorate in theology. The retired pastor organized the 

curriculum and the class with the help and guidance of the Arkansas Presbytery. This is the third time he has 

organized the multi-year effort here in Arkansas over a 10-year period. His efforts have paid off: 69 students 

have graduated from the three programs. 

Many graduates hope to pastor small churches. Others are interested in becoming chaplains for health 

facilities, or assisting with ministries aimed to support prisoners. Some feel the call to help with education at 

their own churches.

Serving over 900 students per year, ACTI is the 

third largest Vocational Rehabilitation Center in the 

country providing vocational training and employ-

ment opportunities to adult clients with disabilities. 

Supervised dormitory facilities house about 220 

students, ages 16 to 60, from all over Arkansas.  

Up to 23 different training programs, including 

Career Readiness, Adult Basic Education and 

Driver’s Education are offered.   

Each program provides students with the 

opportunity to gain the skills and knowledge needed 

in various occupations, and the attitude necessary to 

meet their goals for successful employment.  

Students who complete the 6 to 18-month courses 

are employable in a normal job market upon 

graduation.
